COMMENTS:

Microcom stated the new demodulators (DAMS-NT) were required to substitute ASCII characters for the prohibited characters to protect DAPS-II.

I have the impression there is a lot wrong with DAPS-II, but do not see that as a reason to block the “prohibited characters” at every DCPRS if the DAMS-NT can do it at an easily accessible location.
2.
The second paragraph in this subsection applies to binary mode, for which no standard has been set.  (A standard is needed because all data on the DCS must be shared, and therefore NESDIS must know how to decode it.)
PROPOSED RESOLUTION:

I will recommend to NESDIS that this change be implemented to delete all but the EOT character from this list.
