COMMENTS:

One recommendation for 75 Hz

Two recommendations for 100 Hz

One recommendation for 215 Hz

DISCUSSION:

The initial NESDIS proposal was to upgrade this requirement from about 425 Hz to 30 Hz.  This value was selected on the assumption the 1200 bps links would use a 1500 Hz channel.  This has now been changed to 2250 Hz for 1200 bps.
The frequency span between the 300 bps filter skirts and the edge of the channel becomes the limiting consideration.
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PROPOSED RESOLUTION:
Use 100 Hz as the long term frequency stability.  Change “±30 Hz” to “±100 Hz”
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
