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Evans Mukolwe, working with EUMETSAT, was instrumental is securing and overseeing 10M Euros from the European Union for a project to prepare for the utilization of Meteosat second generation satellite in Africa (PUMA).  The PUMA project is in the process of being completed now.  As a follow-on project, the EU this year funded a feasibility study to develop a 50M Euro project to provide the capability for African countries to make full use of the available satellite data.  The project is known as the African monitoring of the environment for sustainable development (AMESD).  There is a good possibility the EU would consider funding a similar project as AMESD in Latin America and the Caribbean if they knew the infrastructure to receive high-resolution geostationary and polar-orbiting data (particularly from METOP) was in place.  The two African projects will be discussed along with a proposal on how to proceed with a possible project in Latin America and the Caribbean.
